As the saw cannot be used to cut a single layer of veneer without danger

of breakage, four pieces are usually pinned tecgether with headless veneer
pins and cut at once. The bow of the frame saw (No. 634) limits the area
of veneer that can be cut. For these reasons designs are often made utiliz-
ing two identical halves or four identical quarters.

The worker sits on the bench, known as the dnnkey, and works the chops or
vise with a foot pedal.

Cescinsky states that the marquetry cutter's saw has not changed in some 250

years except that in some cases it is now power driven. —Translator

NOTES

The "long screw" is threaded through two bosses attached to the
underside of the cav iron. Tt moves in the slot of the plane iron

when the screw is turned, adjusting the iron. The Féron iron is not
tapered, although the practice was common in French and Austrian smooth
plane irons. It is the only iron listed in the Féron catalog as having
a long screw. Cf. Joh. Weiss & Sohn Catalog, p. 41, Nos. 173 and 174.

According to Philip Walker the arms of the fence are diamond shaped(el
and the action of tightening the wing nuts onto them has an automatic
effect of bringing the fence parallel to the stock.

407, Fig. 594(b), where it is called "a cramp in the
torm oL an open box". It is used for sawing the tenons used in armchair
making. See 17) below.

Mayeux was originally the name of a charac-
ter created in the 1830s to satirize the petit bourgeoisie who made up
the French National Guard at the time of the revolution in that year. He
was shown as excessively hunch-backed. Hence these moulding planes create
a hump-backed or "Mayeux" profile. They come in pairs and it is assumedq
that they were used to make air-tight joints for the doors of the armoires
or large cabinets used by the French for storing clothes.

The templet is laid on the upper
surface of the sguare jack (571} for marking the cheeks of the tenon,
using the two upright plates as guides. The tenons are then cut out
with the armchair saw (567-568).

According to Raymond R. Townsend the term paestum derives from the
discovery in the 18th Century of Doric columns in the ruins of Paestum
near Salerno, Italy. Hence a type of cove with this configuration.

Macon is a city in the heart of the Burgundy wine country.

cf. wildung, pg. 37, Nos. 24 and 25. Wildung states that these tools
were exclusively French. Having a very short curve they were used
for cutting grooves where an ordinary plow could not reach.

In a grooving plow the "tiges" are the arms connecting the
fence and plow body. "Tige" is also the cocnnecting rod of an
automobile. Presumably Féron means the neck connecting the head to
the crank, and possibly also the chuck.

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APPENDIX B
CHAIR CANING

The popularity of reseating chairs using cane, rush, or rape, is
primarily attributable to the fact that materials are easily available
and inexpensive and the number of tools needed is minimal. BAll the
tools can be made al home.

If many chairs are to be caned, the work progresses faster if the
chair is placed on a caner's bench (759 to 761} using a turntable
{773-774} which acts like a lazy susan. Caning pegs (757) are inserted
into the holes around the seat circumference to hold the cane in place
prior to tying the loose ends. As the caning progresses it is critical
to keep the strands in order and properly spaced with the straightening
comb (770} and what we have translated as the "arranger" (777). The
fourth cane (usually horizontal) begins the actual weaving, followed by
the fifth and sixth canes woven on the diagonal. Long needles (762 to
766} can be used to pull the woven strands throcugh the basic canes.
Scme of the holes in the chair hold as many as eight pieces of cane.

2 punch (768-769) helps the caner to feed the last few canes through
such holes.

Rush and rape seats are filled with a padding to add comfort. This
padding is stuffed between the top and bottom layers of the rush with the
stuffer and pusher (775 and 776). To save the skin on the weaver's hands,
tighteners (771-772) are used.
